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75 miles to the northwest of LaForma, along this trend, at least 

eight porphyry occurrences have been discovered and explored over 

the past six years. Both breccia and stockwork types are known. 

The majority are within five miles of this lineament. Most are 

of the �uartz monzonite type, the related quartz diorite or 

quartz feldspar porphyry, and are of Cretaceous-Tertiary Age. 

The LaForma property lies at the southeast end of the belt as 

presently known. Farther to the southeast the younger Carmacks 

Volcanics cover the intrusives.
