Maximum Amount:


The Yukon Government agrees to contribute to a maximum of $6,000.00 for the Comparative Analysis of Best Practices and Environmental Impacts of Permafrost and Freezing Management Techniques in Northern Climates.

Duration:


The agreement shall cover the period of Dec. 21, 1998 to March 31, 1999.

Purpose of Project

The project is funded under the auspices of the Yukon-based Mining Environmental Research Group.  The proponent will provide a comparative analysis of mine site conditions, experiences and successes pertaining to permafrost and freezing management techniques.   Mines will be selected which provide the best analogy to discontinuous permafrost conditions in the Yukon.  The project objectives are described in the attached project description sheet.

Deliverables

1. A comparative analysis of case studies on permafrost and freezing management techniques in northern climates that are most similar to Yukon conditions. 

2. A list ranking mining processes most influenced and aided by the northern environment

3. A list of references for best practices to permafrost and freezing management techniques

4. A practical report written in an accessible format which provides a comparative analysis of these best practices in northern climates

5.  A one page, non-technical (at about Grade 9 level) summary of the results of the comparative analysis 


The Yukon Conservation Society will deliver the report, references, comparative analysis and non-technical summary in digital format (Word, Excel) and as camera-ready final paper copies.  The Yukon Conservation Society is responsible for final editing of the products in regards to technical content and grammar.

Schedule and Basis for payment:


The Yukon Conservation Society can submit monthly invoices up to 70% of the total amount.   The Yukon Conservation Society will submit a draft copy of the report to the Mining Environment Research Group by March 8, 1999.  MERG will review the document and pass on comments to the Yukon Conservation Society by March 15, 1999.  The final, product is due on March 22, 1999.

The final 30% can be invoiced on final delivery of satisfactory final products to Department of Economic Development by March 20, 1999.

Receipts and a time log should be attached to each invoice.
