the green coloration was not practical.

The were removed from service last ol
sunday on account of heavy flow of ice in both rivers and
appaeently caught UKH and the merchants with a lot of
freight for Mayo and Dawson undelivered. Radio report that
Ivor caught this evening says the ferries will be
in operation by thisweekedd.

Had a lomg talk with Cecil Poli re his c¢laim group
ad joining the Garletszki-TC Richards- Keno Hill ground.
Ueceil does not think it would be practicsl to test the Em
Wedge Untdt on his ground . He secms to think the next step
is further more expert drilling is warranted.

I want to do some further testing of this unit over
known veins in the Mayo area and that is the object of this
trip,
